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materials - makes 2

35cm of burgundy felt

35cm of fawn felt

1m of iron-on double-sided
fusible webbing 

oval shape stencil

burgundy embroidery
thread

burgundy thread

conversions 2.5cm = 1”
multiply cm value by 0.4 to get inches
multiply inch value by 2.5 to get cm

Decorate Your Own Hats $2.99

Cut a 35cm x 30cm rectangle 
from the burgundy felt for each
placemat. Also cut rectangles 
of this size from the fawn felt 
and iron-on double-sided fusible
webbing for each placemat. Iron
the fusible webbing onto the back
of each fawn piece of felt.  

To attach the fawn strips to the
burgundy rectangle, lay the fawn
strips on the burgundy felt (see
image for placement). Make sure
the fusing is facing the burgundy
felt. Iron into position. Secure
each strip by machine, sewing up
the sides in burgundy thread.

Using the embroidery thread, tack
around each oval cut out, this will
add interest and dimension.

From the fawn felt, cut strips
measuring 7cm x 30cm, 2.5cm x
30cm, 4cm x 30cm, 2.5cm x 30cm,
10cm x 30cm and 5cm x 30cm.  

Using the oval stencil, trace various
sized ovals at different angles on
to the larger strips of fawn felt. 
Carefully cut tyhese oval shapes
from the fawn felt.
